CHARITY SUNDAY IN MARCH 

Sistercare is our designated charity for Sunday, 
March 2. St. Mary's and many parishioners are 
actively involved with Sistercare. As a member of 
Mission & Outreach, I have learned just how 
important Sistercare is to our community. 

Sistercare is a program of services for battered 
women and their children residing in Richland, 
Lexington, Newberry, Fairfield and Kershaw 
counties. Sistercare is a private, non-profit 
501(C)(3) United Way member agency providing 
services to domestic violence victims since 1981. 

The services provided by Sistercare include 
emergency shelters, which provide protection for 
victims and their children, food, clothing, rooms, 
laundry facilities, transportation, counseling and 
legal advocacy. Sistercare also provides children's 
counseling services, shelter follow up program, 
transitional housing, support groups and 
community education and awareness. 

Fully eighty-four percent (84%) of all donations 
to Sistercare go to direct service care. The 
majority of all funds are spent on shelter and 
counseling. Did you know that it costs Sistercare 
an average of $34.00 per day to provide shelter 
for one individual and the average length of stay 
is thirty days? It is essential that at-risk women 
and children have immediate access to shelter 
and counseling, and Sistercare has served more 
than 30,000 victims of abuse during the past 
twenty-three years.
