Charity Sunday 

January's Charity Sunday recipient is 
Episcopal Relief and Development. For 
those of us old enough to remember 1940, we 
may recall that Episcopal Relief and 
Development was called the Presiding Bishop's 
Fundfor WorldReliefwhenitwas establishedto 
assist refugees fleeing Europeduring WorldWar 
II. The name was changedin 2000 to Episcopal 
Relief and Development in order to emphasize 
the goals of providing on-going disaster relief 
and long-term development and rehabilitation 
programs. ERD servesthe poorandoppressedat 
home and in 100 countries abroad. 

When disaster strikes, ERD provides food, 
water, and medicine immediately. After the 
crisis is over, ERD works hand-in-hand with 
local communities to build new homes, plant 
crops, create clean water systems, construct 
clinics and schools, and provide post-trauma 
counseling. 

In areas of the world where people cannot feed 
their families, ERD creates food security 
programs providing farming and business 
trainingto help families earn incomes andcreate 
opportunities for their children. Health care 
programs have also been created to combat 
HIV/ AIDS, improve maternal and child health 
and reduce morbidity and mortality from 
preventable causes such as malnutrition and 
infectious disease.
