He studied theology in America (circa 1930) and 

was unimpressed with the American take on theology taught and espoused at Union 

Theological Seminary in New York City.  He was ultimately transformed by attend-

ing and teaching Sunday school at Abyssinian Baptist Church in Harlem. The Holy 

Spirit was alive in the place, Bonhoeffer felt, and he developed a love for African
