Lent begins: Stations of the Cross 
 

The Season of Lent begins this month with Ash Wednesday, when we recognize that Jesus’ 

sacrifice for us is tied up with our own lives as humans who live and die in God through 

Jesus Christ.  We have a number of important events and activities that mark the sea-

son.  The Stations of the Cross is a  devotion with Catholic origins, commemorating the Pas-

sion and death of our Lord Jesus Christ. Each of the fourteen stations represents an event 

which occurred during Jesus' Passion and death at Calvary on Good Friday. 

 

The Stations were originally performed many centuries ago by Christian pilgrims who vis-

ited the Holy Land and the sites of Jesus' Passion. Promotion of the devotion to the Stations 

began in earnest with the Franciscans, who were given custody of the Holy Places in the 

Holy Land in the 1300s. The Stations of the Cross, also called The Way of the Cross, is a de-

votion to the passion of Christ consisting of prayers and meditations on fourteen occur-

rences that were experienced by Christ on His way to the crucifixion. During the time of the 

crusades (1095-1270), it became popular for pilgrims in the Holy Land to walk in the foot-

steps of Jesus to Calvary. After the Moslems recaptured the Holy Land, pilgrimages were 

too dangerous. As a result, the Stations of the Cross became a popular substitute pilgrimage 

throughout Europe. The Stations represented critical events from Scripture or tradition of 

Jesus' journey to Calvary. Originally done only outdoors, the Stations were allowed inside 

churches in the mid-18th century. Eventually fixed at fourteen, the Stations soon became a 

familiar feature in all Catholic churches and, after the Oxford movement, in many Anglican 

churches, as well. The devotion may be conducted personally by the faithful, making their 

way from one station to another and saying the prayers, or by having an  celebrant move 

with them from cross to cross while the faithful make the responses.

Saint Mary’s Lenten Program is developing and we hope that there is at least one study, 

event, or class for everyone.  Ash Wednesday is just around the corner on March 9.  As al-

ways, this program includes traditional Church services on Ash Wednesday, Maundy 

Thursday, Good Friday, and Easter in addition to the regular Sunday and Wednesday eve-

ning healing services.  The calendar for other classes and events will be posted in the Hospi-

tality Hall along with sign-up sheets for each activity in early February.  Take a look and be-

gin planning an exciting and God-filled Lent!

          An Appropriate Book for Valentine’s Day 

 

For February, Saint Mary’s Book Club enjoyed discussing Anne 

Fortier’s Juliet, a novel involving a contemporary Juliet who learns 

that she is the descendant of Shakespeare’s Juliet. Part mystery, 

part adventure yarn, part romance, this fast-paced story switches 

between fourteenth-century and twenty-first-century Siena, Italy.  

 

Bill Beckham led the lively discussion. Bonnie Bolt and Marie Rubiez offered a gorgeous 

spread of Italian-inspired antipasto and Prosecco.  (Marie started us on the delicious habit 

of making our nibbles reflect the book under discussion.) 

 

Most of the book club members agreed that they were most engaged by the early storyline 

with its vivid picture of late medieval Siena and its famous horse race, the Palio, a mad 

scramble through the heart of the city, all for the honor of winning a victory banner for 

your district contrada. The race is still a hot contest in this ancient city that outlaws cars.  

 

Fortier’s novel explores one young woman’s search for her legacy from her mother, her 

complex relationship with her twin sister, Janice, and her attraction to just the wrong/right 

man. Some readers found Juliet a cliché; others found her a delight. (The final vote for Juliet 

was 3.4 Crowns, out of a possible 5.) That’s part of the fun of Book Club: we read a variety 

of genres and periods and we don’t always view things the same way. However, in all 

cases, we relish swapping tips about books we love and the pleasure of trying something 

new. One of the members said at the February meeting that she belongs to another book 

club and they do not read books that have nearly the interesting range of our selections. 

 

The book for March 13 is Dorothy Sayers’ The Nine Tailors (1934), one of the most-admired 

mysteries of the twentieth-century. Come join us for good food and good talk! Also, help 

shape our selections: at the March meeting, we will select books for June through Novem-

ber.

SHARING GOD’S LOVE (SGL), a 501(c)(3) non-profit organization established in 1984, is a 

local cooperative ministry that works with community families facing emergencies related 

to their basic living needs.  The ministry operates as an extension of the churches in the 

Irmo, Saint Andrews, and Ballentine areas and is committed to the call of JESUS CHRIST to 

serve the poor and the needy.  Approximately 45 area churches are supporting the ministry 

through donations of time, money, food, clothing, and other basic necessities of life. 

 

To be eligible for assistance, one must live in one of the following zip codes: 29063, 29210, 

29212, or 29002 and be interviewed by a staff member.  A current picture ID showing that 

the applicant resides in our service area and a social security card for the applicant and each 

member of his/her household are required. A client may receive food and clothing every 

three (3) months, if needed, and financial assistance once a year. 

 

During the calendar year 2010 a total of 2,315 families representing 6,665 total people were 

served.  612 of this total were new clients. 

 

Total assistance given for 2010 was $1,005,531.00.  The breakdown is as follows: 

 

 Estimated Value – Clothing  $256,906 

 Estimated Value – Food   $358,125 

 Utilities     $  67,246 

 Medical     $       747 

 Other      $       610 

 

Total Value Assistance to clients                      $683,634 

Estimated Value to Other Agencies                   $321,897 

 

The percentage of administrative cost to value of services provided was 9.39%. 

SGL conveys a loving spirit and offers prayers with the clients, provides them with Bibles,
