There are some very well known verses from Ecclesiastes 3 that begin: ‚To every thing 

there is a season, and a time to every purpose under the heaven.‛   A time to die, the writer 

goes on to say, a time to live, a time to laugh and a time to cry.  The writer of this wonderful 

book in the Old Testament encapsulated our human experience so wonderfully that poets 

have explored it and musicians like Pete Seegar (covered by The Byrds) have sung about it.  

To everything there is a season and, though one season may run hotter than the other, the 

seasons are all a part of God’s plan; and not just winter, spring, summer, and fall but all the 

seasons of life, too.   

We at Saint Mary’s are in a season right now, though which season is hard to determine.  It 

is a time of promise, a time of hope but also a time of uncertainty.  It is a time of mourning 

and a time of tears; a time of laughter and a time of new birth.  The writer of Ecclesiastes 

was trying to say that, I would like to think, there is a time for all things including the fear 

we may now feel in part.  But our fear need not lead to paralysis but, perhaps, to a new way 

at viewing our life together.

But, unlike winter and spring; unlike the cycle of life and death, we have some 

control of this season.  Let us continue building together what God is calling us to be:  faith-

ful, filled with the spirit of evangelism and a desire to worship.  We are in a season of hope:

I remember hearing someone 

say that ‚Ministry is money, money is ministry, and everything has a price.‛  All of us 

who benefit from the life of this parish: those of us who attend Sunday School or one of 

the Bible Studies; those who have children in EYC, Sunday School or the nursery; mem-

bers of the ECW or Daughters of the King; those of us who attend 8:00 and 10:30 Services; 

those of us who only come to Saint Mary’s on Christmas and Easter; and those of us who 

enjoy the coffee hour after Sunday Services. All of us should take a serious look at what 

we are able to do.  Running this parish is an expensive enterprise – but it is an enterprise 

that belongs to all of us not just the Vestry. All of us should bear this burden; none are ex-

empt. 

 

Please, examine your pledge and make every attempt to catch up. We need to honor our 

life together by supporting the work that we all do to make this place a community.

Saint Mary’s Youth 

Forgiveness 

“Forgive one another…as Christ has forgiven you” 

 

This verse from Colossians 3: 12-13 captures many of the things I preached about on 9-

11.  We are asked, even commanded, by God to forgive one another; if we did this more of-

ten, our world would be very different indeed.  It is our need to punish offending parties, 

make a family member squirm through the dreaded ‚silent treatment‛ or to say ‚I will 

never speak to that person again‛ that makes forgiveness such a challenge.  Staying angry 

can feel good and even powerful, yet while we are in the place of unforgiving, something 

inside us has not healed. The great churchman and freedom activist Desmond Tutu, retired 

Archbishop of Cape Town, South Africa, wrote an amazing book called No Future Without 

Forgiveness.  In it, Tutu writes of being asked to form what became the Truth and Reconcilia-

tion Commission.  This Commission (the TRC) was charged with hearing the cases of of-

fenders who had committed crimes during the period of apartheid, from the 1940s through 

the early 1990s.  Apartheid means ‚separate,‛ or ‚apart‛ and, during this time in South Af-

rica, blacks and people who supported them could be arrested, tortured, and would often 

simply disappear, never to be seen by their families again.  The TRC heard cases that in-

volved atrocities committed by members of the police and a secret military wing that spied 

on, arrested, interrogated, and often killed thousands of black South Africans during this 

time.  Some of the perpetrators were also black South Africans; most were white.  The TRC 

decided if these perpetrators were to receive amnesty, pardon, or neither.  In order to be eli-

gible, the perpetrators had to say what they had done in an open hearing, often with the 

family of the victims in the room.  Often, families heard, for the first time, what happened to 

their loved ones years earlier.  The accounts of torture, murder, disposing of bodies, etc. 

were common in these hearings.  Bishop Tutu presided as Chair over the TRC hearings. The 

perpetrators often wept as they recounted what they had done and begged the victim’s 

families for forgiveness.  It was not uncommon, either, for family members of the 

victims to come forward and embrace the offenders, weeping themselves.

They offered forgiveness; sometimes the TRC did as well.  But Bishop Tutu wrote this book 

because he understood that if the country could not forgive, they would not move forward, 

black and white South Africans together, as a nation and community.  They would, in-

stead, dissolve into violence and, perhaps, civil war.  We, in this time of trial, in this dan-

gerous world with so many broken people, people who have been hurt, we must learn to 

forgive each other.  Otherwise, we have no future. That is as true for us as individuals as it 

is for countries like South Africa.  How do we forgive those who hurt us?  How do we seek 

reconciliation, rather than revenge?  It is so hard but we do it, if we do it at all, by follow-

ing the example of Jesus – the One who died for sinners<that is you and me.

Saint Mary’s Acolyte Program 
 

What are acolytes?  Those young people you see in church wearing either white 

robes or red cassocks and white surplices.   

What do they do?  They participate in a long-time Episcopal tradition of assisting in worship as 

crucifers and torchbearers by carrying the processional crosses and torches.  They help with the 

reading of the Gospel and the presentation of the bread and wine and the offering of the gifts of 

the people.  The Senior Acolyte carries the Gospel book and assists in the preparation for com-

munion.   

Who can be an acolyte? Young people in grades six through twelve are invited and encouraged to 

participate.

Religious Pilgrimage to Italy in 2012 for Members of Saint Mary’s

Plans are being finalized now for members and friends of members at Saint Mary’s to 

visit many of the most famous and religiously important cities in northern and central 

Italy. For a number of years, Ernie Pollock, Professor of Religion at Midlands Tech in Co-

lumbia, has sponsored similar tours for students. Interest in a tour for adults has grown 

due to the unique pricing that is now available. Travel to Italy offers remarkable insight 

into the life of the early Church and the traditions which helped shape doctrine, worship, 

music, art and architecture which affects us today.    The tour will extend over 13.5 days, 

(including flights), and will include visits to Venice, Florence, Assisi, Pisa, Sorrento,  and 

Pompeii, ending with five days and four nights in Rome. The cost of the tour will include 

airfare, hotels, train into Tuscany and ground transportation. Meals will include break-

fast and an authentic Italian dinner each day. Tickets to the primary venues to be visited 

including the Doges Palace in Venice, the Acadame’ in Florence, (home of Michelan-

gelo’s David),  Pompeii and the Vatican Museum in Rome are included as well. Based on 

hotel  preferences, (single, double to triple occupancy accommodations), the cost of the 

tour will run between $3,800 and $4,200, including all of the above. Similar, individually 

designed tours easily cost between $6,000 and $8,000 per person, making this trip far 

more affordable and reasonable. 

 

Based on availability and pricing, the tour will begin the last week in May through the 

first week in June.  The Itinerary is designed to offer visits to the primary churches, ba-

silicas, and museums having historical, religious and spiritual significance.  Visiting the 

Basilica and tomb of Saint Francis in Assisi, the Catacombs and primary Basilicas in 

Rome, as well as many venues off the beaten (tourist) path in Venice, Florence and Pisa 

will  provide a breathtaking and unforgettable experience.  While this tour is paced for 

adults, younger travelers 15-18 may be included if accompanied by a parent or guardian. 

Ample personal time is built into the itinerary for shopping and personal exploration.  

 

Arrangements can be made to pay for the tour through installments between now and 

April 2012. Interested travelers should contact Ernie Pollock, now, for a detailed itinerary 

and to sign up.   The sooner arrangements are finalized, the lower the cost per person.  

Because smaller groups are able to travel more easily and access some venues more 

quickly, space will be limited to 20 travelers.  Pre-travel meetings and education will be 

provided in order to insure a wonderful experience for everyone.

Many have asked me what ever happened to the Hot Dog Ministry that CJ Bilka 

started 8 years ago and in which we often participated. For all those who don’t 

know, this was a ministry he started to feed the homeless each Saturday at 

noon<.a time that CJ, the founder, discovered was not covered by others. Without 

his ministry the homeless would often not be fed until evening. The name of his ministry was 

HIS HANDS.  

  

As time went by, CJ remarried and moved to Walterboro with his new wife, leaving behind a void 

to fill. During those 8 years a core of dedicated volunteers from all over Columbia developed into 

faithful servers every Saturday. Because of their dedication, we reformed in January of 2011 as 

RESURRECTIONS and currently feed the homeless the first two Saturdays of each month. We 

feed only two weekends a month because that is all we can afford to do at this time. Read on: 

  

The funding for those feeds has come from a few various small donations, from Saint Simon and 

Saint Jude and largely from the pockets of the volunteers themselves. This is why we can feed only 

the first two Saturdays of each month currently. By the way, two beautiful women and one scrag-

gly fellow, known by the group name of Restorations, feed them the other two weeks of each 

month. Their dedication is no less than remarkable. 

  

On November 5th of this year, early enough into the colder months, in addition to feeding them, 

we will provide shoes, backpacks, blankets and coats. A service group from Richland NE High 

School is serving that day and providing 200 blankets (200 is the magic number). Saint Simon and 

Saint Jude is providing shoes and coats. Quincy(?) from Swansea is providing 100 backpacks leav-

ing us short 100 backpacks to give out.  

  

Can< or shall I say, WILL Saint Mary’s donate 100 backpacks to compliment those donated from 

Swansea? The larger the backpacks the better (don’t get carried away, but don’t buy adolescent 

sized bags either). We will need them by the end of October for sorting and delivery on the 5th of 

November. Is this something our parish family is willing to do? I hope so! Previously owned back-

packs (aka: bookbags) are acceptable as long as they are serviceable.  

  

The other ONE major thing that Resurrections needs is cash on which to operate. The cost to feed 

each Saturday varies from $200 to $250.  Rest assured we are actively seeking donations from busi-

nesses and other organizations. However, if you as a parishioner are so moved, we’ll take a dona-

tion from you too.  

  

CJ taught us all one thing. ‚Put it into the hands of the Lord who is the Master at putting it into the 

hearts of his children.‛  When he first began, so the story goes, he was down to $17 with no way to 

fund the next feed. By Tuesday of that week, after prayer, he received later in the week a sizable 

donation from someone unknown (scary ain’t it!).  And so it goes! Well it’s in your hands now. I’m 

betting it will make it to your hearts as well.
